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Addendum: A recent informal, unscientific survey of historians conducted by George Mason University's
News Network found that eight in ten historians responded, rate the current presidency an overall failure.
Of 415 historians who expressed a view of President Bush's administration to this point as a failure and 77
as a success. (Moreover, it seems likely that at least eight of those who said it is a success were being
sarcagtic, since seven said Bush's presidency is only the best since Clinton’s and one named Millard
Fillmore.)
